AIM: The overall aim of the project is investigate if ‘sensory awareness’ or ‘motor activity’ exercises improve the dextrous ability or confidence of novice Podiatry students.
WHAT DO YOU DO?  If you choose to participate, you will be required to attend a short training session immediately after you have been introduced to scalpel technique by your tutors.  This training session will outline the activities you will be requested to do at regular intervals over a four week period.  Reminder e-mails and SMS’s will be sent. WHAT HAPPENS TO THE INFORMATION? All information collected as part of the study will be retained for five years in a secure manner within the University of South Australia, in hardcopy and electronic format.  All personal information will remain confidential and no identifying information will be released or published.  All information will be coded to allow re-identification if necessary.  Participants will have an opportunity to receive a copy of the report at the completion of the project.
